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This dissertation deals with mental and material aspects of daily life in English
medieval towns and cities throughout the fourteenth and fifteenth centuries. The state of
the extant source base as well as that of the historiography of the problem under
research are given thorough characterization. Using written, visual and material sources
combined with modern research methods, the author sheds light on material everyday
life in late medieval English towns — namely, sanitary and hygienic situation, evolution
of residential house-building and house interiors, nutrition regime and food assortment,
clothes and appearance of the town-dwellers come under scrutiny. Also, the mental
aspects of late medieval daily life in English towns are analysed: the perception of time
and space in towns, the evolution of attitudes towards work and leisure, the shaping of
national identity as well as interactions between individual town-dwellers, their families
and urban populace at large.

The scholarly research dedicated to daily life of late medieval English towns as
such commenced only in mid-20th century. But the complex approach to studying
different aspects of daily life in towns is still lacking. At this stage, Alltagsgeschichte
studies are informed by so-called "anthropological turn". The leading role in research of
daily life in English medieval towns belongs to English and American historiography;
post-Soviet historiography is still studied as a social, economical and political center par
excellence. The extant number and variety of sources is sufficient to reconstruct daily
life of late medieval English town as a whole (though it concerns mostly large cities).
The sources could be divided into written (further subdivided into literary, narrative and
documentary), material and visual (illuminations, monumental brasses, stained glass,

misericords, graffiti) ones, all of which require multi-faceted approaches.
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It was proven that at the beginning of late medieval period sanitary and hygienic
conditions left to be much desired, due to lack of legislation on the part of authorities.
As late medieval towns were still partly agrarian, closer interaction with fauna actively
influenced sanitary situation. However, efforts of both local and central authorities in
Late Middle Ages greatly improved the conditions, if by no means eliminated all the
problems.

It was established that the development of residential architecture featured such
notable traits as strive towards greater privacy and comfort, utility (regarding to house
planning), and also aesthetization of surrounding areas, which was a new feature
compared to preceding periods. New building materials were used, and the plan of
residential house was designed in the course of Late Middle Ages.

It is stated that nutrition regime and food assortment of late medieval English
town-dwellers were marked by some peculiarities — great influence of church (through
mechanisms such as fasting and perceiving gluttony as a mortal sin). Late Medieval
mystics, calling for adoption of ascetic worldview concurred with the church. However,
in practice food consumption in the fourteenth and fifteenth centuries became more
diverse and varied, even though bread and ale didn't lose their position among the
majority of town-dwellers. The importance of organoleptic qualities of food also
significantly rose in the course of Late Middle Ages, to which growing popularity of
spices unequivocally testifies. Nevertheless, there also existed deterrent factors, such as
Great Famine of 1315-7, which had a great impact on the attitudes towards eating and
drinking. The secular authorities also tried to regulate nutrition depending on the social
status of a consumer, or even more directly, as in the case of town-employed wage
workers.

The research shows that late medieval period is characterized by the
differentiation of urban costume, which from now on not only reflects social and
professional standing, but also plays a direct role in conservation of existing social
hierarchies. The latter function is a primary reason underlying so-called "sumptuary

laws", regulating clothes corresponding to the social status of their owners. There
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emerges such a phenomenon as fashion; the urban fashion was under strong influence of
aristocratic costume, striving to both overtake and distinguish itself from the latter.

The perception of time and space peculiar to Late Middle Ages was traced in the
course of the work. In the fourteenth and fifteenth centuries time and space are subject
to an ever more intensive quantification: the most precise numkeric expression of
spatial and temporal parameters becomes a goal in itself. The role of mechanic clocks in
the diffusion of these new attitudes can hardly be overestimated: marking their first
appearance in the beginning of the fourteenth century, by end of the fifteenth century
they are widepsread enough to be a natural attribute of town life. As to space, the
dominant trend is the growing demarcation between private space of private property
and public space, which becomes more and more synonymous with urban space:
constantly widening responsibilities of town authorities pertaining to sanitation and
hygiene mean that all non-privately owned space gradually becomes public.

It is revealed that the work in English late medieval town is still marked by a
connotation of low stock and poverty. However, the more positive aspect of work
gradually moves into foreground — that is, of work as necessary activity for every honest
person (except aristocrats). However, the imaginary tripartite structure of society was
not modified as drastically as it had been previously thought: instead, in the then social
imagination the third estate was comprised by the people who engage in honest work.
Thus the latter becomes a passkey into the urban society — and, on the contrary, social
outsiders are defined through their lack of honest occupation.

It was established that even wage workers were entitled to breaks from work -
during the day (a lunch break in summer) as well as in the course of year (feasts and
Sundays). There existed different kinds of leisure — in particular, team games and board
games. Tavern was an especially popular place to spend time in. It quickly came to be
associated with prostitution, drinking and gambling and thus was severely condemned
by the then moralists and clerics, however, its popularity was not diminished, as it was
the main way of socialization for lower strata and to some extent blurred distinction

between different classes.
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It is shown that national identity of English town-dwellers came into being during
Late Middle Ages. At this time their social imagination already encompassed such
nations and concepts as national territory, common past, national mentality and
arrogance towards other nations; processes of Othering entered a qualitatively different
stage in comparison with High Middle Ages. Even the monarch, loyal to him as the
urban populace still were, was perceived first and foremost as a leader of national
community.

It is demonstrated that strengthening of political positions of late medieval towns
led to town-dwellers' self-perception as a full-fledged part of the society. The core of
this new stratum consisted of merchants, proving themselves to be a social force to be
reckoned with. Social outsiders comprised beggars, prostitutes, outlaws, lepers and
mentally disabled people. The policy towards them was isolation and exclusion - social
as well and physical.

Late medieval towns in England were constantly prepared to repel aggression —
internal as well as external. Xenophobia was also an inextricable part of social relations;
its level oscillated, reflecting current foreign politics of the kingdom and economic
situation. Misogynistic tendencies contributed to lowering of te real social status of the
women. Still, as popular as anti-women discourse was in late medieval England, the
sources also contain examples of mutual love and respect between spouses. The
children are delineated as a separate group that, besides their duties, has right to play
games.

New scientific results can be detected in the following theses: for the first time — a
complex analysis of daily life of the towns within these precise geographical and
chronological limits was conducted; the shaping of national identity among English
merchants was demonstrated; development of tripartite structure of society in late
medieval England was traced; corrected were theses on — the process of the formation
of "merchant time" in late medieval English towns; the reasons beneath "sumptuary
laws" in the fourteenth and fifteenth centuries and their non-application to women;
attitude to children as to a separate social group; further developed were — a hypothesis

on priority of food supplies over sanitary conditions in the policies of town authoritie in
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late medieval England; a thesis of coexisting of secular and church time in Late Middle
Ages; a thesis on a key role of taverns in the leisure of lower strata of English late
medieval urban society.

A practical meaning of the research. The results obtained could be used for
creating textbooks, sourcebooks, handbooks designed for medieval history courses in
secondary and tertiary education, as well as special courses devoted to
Alltagsgeschichte, urban history, British history. They can also serve as a foundation for
further research in adjacent subject fields.
